will furnish a site at a locatlon where
there is much traffic, defray the axpenses
of erection and guarantee a constant
water supply. The purpose of the foun-
tAfn 1a to provide a watering place for

horses and pedestrians.

The fountain is of Malne granite, highly
polished and trimmed with bronze. 1t is
seven fest high and six feet In dlameter.
Similar fountains have been placed In
nearly all the cities of the East. There
are several hundred in New York.

The alllance proposes to forward the
gift, freight prepald, with plans and Kpe-
cifications for erecting, and the expense
to the city will be light Humane Of-

The Nationsl Humane Alllance was
founded by Herman Lee Ensign, who dled
in New York City In 1889, leaving a gen- |
erous bequest for humane purposes. The
fountaln was secured for St Joseph
through the effortsa of Humane Officer
W. A. Zlemendortf. -

Plans have been made with the board
of public works for Installing the foun-
tain, as soon as arrangements have been
completed with the alllance for ths ship-
ment.

"Presented by the National Humane
Alllance, Herman Lee Enslgn Foun-
tain.

Seaver explained that Ensign aceumu-
Iated a "snug little sum™ and retired from
business; that he organized the National
Humane Alllance and intended to devote
his sttention to humane work: that he
died soon after the organisation was
launched and that he left his small for-
tune to the soclety. The executors de-
clded to use the money in donating drink-
ing fountains to efties throughout the
Unfted States. Bixteen were donated Iast

ear, principally in New York. This s
the first offer made to a Missour! city.

“What will it cost to put In the foun-
dation?" asked President Ryan of the
board of public works.

“The fountain welghs five toms, and
|the cost of foundations varies from 366
to 3250 replled Seaver. It varles with
the sofl, the eost of labor—and sometimes
they say graft enters into the cost. I'm
not a politiclan and don’t know anything
about graft.”

“The iron drinking fountalns supplied
by the élty cost from $i76 to $200 each,”
sald City Engineer Lawlor, “The founda-
| tlon-of this fountain will cost about what
one of mmmmu all told.”

Officer Ziemendorff, St. Joseph will re-
celve a handsome granite drinking foun-
tain, which will be placed at the new
Patee market, near Tenth and Olive
sireets. The fountain has been donated
to the local humane soclety by the Na-
tional] Humane alllance, and the goclety
will give it to the eity. L. M. aver,
secretary and treasurer of the alllance,
was in St. Joseph yesterday. For a time I
he appeared dlsinciined to carry out the
offer, but Ziemendorff at last persuaded
him to do seo.

""“The fountain is worth §1,000,” said the
humane officer yesterday. “It will be
surmounted by a pretty gas lamp, the
support of ornate pattern. Bixteen foun-
tains are usually given away by the al-
Hance In A year. Not more than twenty
can be donated. St. Joseph is the first
Missouri city to receive one.”

All that remains to complete the terms
of the gift is for the city council to ae-
cept the fountain. This is a mere matter
of form.
